College Bursaries for Home and EU students studying full time and paying fees of £3375 per annum


	The Low Income Bursary
This will consist of £400 to each student whose household income is assessed to be less than £25,000. This bursary will decrease on a sliding scale for household incomes between £25,001 and £45,000.

The FE College Bursary

This will take the form of a non-means tested bursary of £300 to any student who registers for a degree programme at the College within one year of completion of their studies at a state school or further education college.   The bursary will be payable as applicable for year 1, year 2 and year 3 of the programme.
The Foundation Degree Bursary
This will take the form of a non-means tested bursary of £400 for any student who registers for a foundation degree programme at the College. The bursary will be payable for both year one and year two of the foundation degree and to those students who progress to the third (top up) year of the honours degree programme.

Equivalent Level Qualifications (ELQs)

Withdrawal or intermission from a programme of study

The College recognises that some students are not able to continue their studies and seeks to support them during the process of withdrawal or intermission. Therefore, the following fees will apply:

	An administrative fee of £50 will be charged.

	Students who withdraw or intermit after Friday 21st October 2011 and before Friday 6th January 2012
	One third of fees payable

	Students who withdraw or intermit after Friday 6th January 2012 and before Friday 21st April 2012
	Two thirds of the fees payable

	Students who withdraw after Friday 21st April 2012
	The full fee will be payable


International Student Fee Status
The College’s decision on fee status will be based on the Education (Fees and Awards) Regulations 1997 as amended by the Education (Fees and Awards) Amendment Regulations 2006 and reference to UKCISA. The Regulations are available on the Internet. The Registrar is responsible for determining the fee status of applicants to the College, based on information and copy documentation supplied.  Applicants who are unsure of their likely fee status can complete the fee status information checklist provided in the application pack and return with the relevant documentation for a decision to be made. Failure to return the checklist or provide any requested documentation will result in an applicant/student being classified as an International Student.

Students who disagree with the assessment of fee status by the Registrar have the right of appeal. Appeals must be made in writing to the Vice Principal Higher Education within one month of notification by the Registrar. The Vice Principal Higher Education will investigate the matter and seek advise from the University of Essex.


If the student’s fee status is undetermined at enrolment, the College will apply the International Student tuition fee. 

The student’s tuition fee status assessment remains in place for the duration of the programme with the exception of the following circumstances:

· The student or their parent obtains EU nationality and the student has been ordinarily resident in the EEA or Switzerland for the three year period before 1 September, 1 January, 1 April or 1 July closest to the date on which the programme begins. 

· The country of which a student is a national accedes to the European Union and the student has been ordinarily resident in the EEA or Switzerland for the three year period before 1 September, 1 January, 1 April or 1 July closest to the date on which the programme begins. 

· The student obtains refugee status, discretionary leave or humanitarian protection. This status must be obtained in the UK.
