	 B. COLLEGE BURSARIES


	The Low Income Bursary
This will consist of £400 to each student whose household income is assessed to be less than £25,000. This bursary will decrease on a sliding scale for household incomes between £25,001 and £45,000. (See attached table – sliding scale for Low Income Bursary)

The FE College Bursary
This will take the form of a non-means tested bursary of £300 to any student who registers for a degree programme at the College within one year of completion of their studies at a state school or further education college.   The bursary will be payable as applicable for year 1, year 2 and year 3 of the programme.

The Foundation Degree Bursary
This will take the form of a non-means tested bursary of £400 for any student who registers for a foundation degree programme at the College. The bursary will be payable for both year one and year two of the foundation degree and to those students who progress to the third (top up) year of the honours degree programme.

This information tries to answer your questions relating to tuition fees and funding. Although great care is taken in compiling it, the College reserves the right to make changes to the bursary schemes outlined on these pages and on it’s website. 
These bursaries will be subject to the annual inflationary increases announced by the Government (assuming the variable fee also increases in line with the annual inflation rate). Means tested thresholds will also increase in line with any Government announcements.

UK students – for all residual household income categories, the College bursary will be in addition to the assistance available from the Student Loan Company.  If students are eligible they may claim all or multiple bursaries  

Please note: EU students are not eligible for the UK Government maintenance grant or the College Bursary. EU students should contact the Government in their own country to see if they are eligible for any financial support from them.

Late payment interest will be charged at a rate of 12.5% pa accrued daily past any of the payment deadline dates.

*Students studying less than 4 modules (60 credits) – Tuition fees will be payable in full at allocated enrolment slot.

Students returning after intermission to continue to study Semester 2 modules -Re-enrolment and payment of full tuition fees for those modules to be studied in Semester 2 must be completed by October 2010 late enrolment deadline (as advertised).

**Equivalent or Lower Qualifications (ELQs)
If you are planning to apply for a degree course in 2010 but already possess a qualification at the same level, you should be aware that you will be liable to pay an increased tuition fee for your degree course as a result of some recent changes in the Government’s funding of Higher Education. 


This means that if you already have a degree in a particular subject, but wish to undertake another degree course in a different discipline, you will be charged a higher fee than that shown in the table above.  Please note that this does not apply to students who wish to study a Foundation degree, or for those wanting to undertake the BA (Hons) Social Work Degree or Initial Teacher Training programmes.  The fee payable will be the overseas fee as indicated within this document.  Please contact Admissions@southessex.ac.uk if you think you fall into this category and need further advice and guidance.

NHS Funded Programmes
Students on certain NHS funded schemes within the Faculty of Health & Social Care may be entitled to financial support from the NHS, which can cover tuition fees in full further details are available at www.nhsbsa.nhs.uk/swb. 

If withdrawal from study occurs prior to the late registration/transfer date (as advertised on the student assessment year planner), no tuition fees will be payable. If tuition fees have been paid at enrolment or a first instalment has been paid a refund will be deemed payable.  

If withdrawal from study occurs after the late registration/transfer date (as advertised on the student assessment year planner), students are liable for the tuition fees for the relevant terms for which attendance is recorded.  

For further information about regulations regarding enrolment and liability of fees please refer to ‘Regulations relating to Higher Education Enrolment’.

Overseas Fee Status – Additional Information
The College’s decision on your fee status will be based on the Education (Fees and Awards) Regulations 1997 as amended by the Education (Fees and Awards) Amendment Regulations 2006 and reference to UKCISA. The Regulations are available on the Internet.    The Registrar/Deputy Registrars will be responsible for determining the fee status of applicants to the College, based on information and copy documentation supplied.   If you are unsure of your fee status you will need to complete the fee status information checklist provided during your application stage and return with the relevant documentation for a decision to be made.  Failure to return the questionnaire or provide any requested documentation will result in an applicant/student being classified as Overseas for fee purposes.

Once the College gives its definitive assessment applicants/students have a month to appeal in writing. Appeals are handled by the Director of Higher Education.  The final right of appeal is to the Dean of Academic Partnerships, University of Essex and must be made within a month of the initial appeal decision.

If fee status is undetermined at the start of a student's studies, the College will assume the Overseas rate of tuition fees. Should a student subsequently be re-assessed as eligible for UK or EU tuition fees, the appropriate refund of tuition fees would be made.





The College's tuition fee status assessment remains in place for the duration of the programme with the exception of the following circumstances:
The student or their parent obtains EU nationality and the student has been ordinarily resident in the EEA or Switzerland for the three year period before 1 September, 1 January, 1 April or 1 July closest to the date on which the programme begins. 
The country of which a student is a national accedes to the European Union and the student has been ordinarily resident in the EEA or Switzerland for the three year period before 1 September, 1 January, 1 April or 1 July closest to the date on which the programme begins. 
The student obtains refugee status, discretionary leave or humanitarian protection. This status must be obtained in the UK. 

Please contact admissions@southessex.ac.uk  immediately if you believe you fall into one of these categories so that a review of your tuition fee status can be made.  If you are eligible to have your tuition fee status reassessed whilst studying at the College this will be from the start of your next academic year, not from the start of your programme.
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
